Grenfel Pavillion Update 

Frank Reid addressed Council and thanked the Township for the support the Grenfel Recreation Service Board received on the project.  The Grenfel Recreation Service Board presented the final payment for the pavilion to Council in the amount of $39,606.02.  The Board also discussed future projects they would like to pursue in the upcoming years.

Clerk Carey deGorter performed the swearing in ceremony and declaration of office to Deputy Mayor Hope.  Deputy Mayor Hope addressed the gallery followed by remarks from Council.  

declaration of vacancy for the office of ward one councillor

Council declared the office of Ward One Councillor vacant pursuant to Section 259(1) e. of the Municipal Act R.S.O.  2001 and directed that the vacancy of the office of Ward One Councillor not be filled pursuant to Section 263(5)3 of the Municipal Act. 
forests of hillsdale park proposal 

Council reviewed the proposal from the Forests of Hillsdale Ice Rink Committee and approved the project subject to a staff site visit and the approval from the Drainage Superintendent.  Council unanimously voted to cost share the project with 90% of the funding coming from the Park Development and Facilities Development Charges Fund and the community contribute the remaining 10% of the total project costs.  

director of fire & emergency services 

After reviewing the tenders for the supply of one pumper/tanker truck Council did not award the tender.  Council directed the Director of Fire and Emergency Services to issue a Request for Proposal for a 1500 gallon tanker truck and for a 1500 gallon tanker truck in combination with the refurbishment of Pumper 11.  

Sludge Storage Agreement
Council  extended the sludge storage agreement with the Township of Severn until January 31, 2007.

Dobson Road Resident Water Line Connection

Ainley & Associates will be circulating a letter to residents who will be or have the option of being connected to the Dobson Road watermain.  Residents on Dobson Road who fully connect to the water system before July 1, 2007 will be offered the opportunity to repay the costs for providing the water line to their property line over a ten year period with the payments being added to their tax bills.   The interest rate for residents repaying the Township for the cost of providing the water to the property line will be that of the Township debenture for the project.
